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Welcome back and we hope you all had a fabulous and restful half term holiday.

We are extremely proud of how the children settled into our new Nursery and it has been great to see their
independence and confidence building as they’ve settled into school life. We have loved getting to know them
through our, ‘All About Me’ topic and learning about their likes, dislikes and who they liked to play with.

We have enjoyed reading familiar stories together and the children were excited to act out ‘We’re Going on a Bear
Hunt’ and learning the Makaton signs to retell the story. We took our learning into the areas of provision and the
children enjoyed using the story to go on their own hunts. We went on a squirrel hunt in the secret garden and
even added the Billy Goats Gruff to our story.

We also hosted our first Little London Academy Nursery ‘Stay and Play’ session which was a huge success. Thank
you to all the parents who attended, it was great to see you all enjoying quality time playing with your children.

This half term our theme will be ‘Celebrations’. We will be learning about a range of festivals and how they are
celebrated in different cultures including Bonfire night, Diwali, birthdays and Christmas.

To support our learning, we will be reading a range of books such as, ‘First Festivals Diwali’, ‘Little Grey’s Birthday
Surprise’ and ‘The Story of Baby Jesus’ .
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Reading & Phonics:

This term, we will continue to develop the children’s pre reading skills though Phase 1 phonics. Phonics in Nursery
is taught through a range of games and hands-on activities to develop the children’s listening skills and sound
differentiation prior to teaching the letters of the alphabet and the sounds they make.

Please continue to support your child’s language development, their listening and attention skills and to embed a
love of reading by reading them a bedtime story each night. To support you with this, this term, we will be
launching a nursery library trolley that from it, you can choose a book to take home.

In preparation for early writing, we encourage our children to explore mark making using a range of media
including pencils, chalks, crayons and paint. Play dough is a great way to strengthen the muscles in a child’s
fingers. | have shared a simple recipe on Class Dojo to show you how to quickly and cheaply make your own at
home!

Maths:

This term, we will continue to practise counting, making sure we say each number in the correct order and are
speaking clearly. We will be developing our counting skills and comparing groups of objects in different ways to
say which have more and which have fewer. We will begin to look at numerals and explore what they represent
by matching quantities of objects.

Morning sessions — Monday to Friday 8.30 — 11.30am.
Afternoon sessions — Monday to Friday 12.15-3.15pm.

Full day sessions — Monday to Friday 8.30am — 3.15pm. Your child will need a healthy packed lunch each day.
Don’t forget to send them with a fork or spoon if they will need it to eat their lunch.

If you are working or studying and think you may be eligible for 30 hours free childcare, please speak with a
member of Nursery staff for more information.
